DIFFICULT TO CONTROL?

Cleavers continue to be one of the 
most tenacious weeds across the 
prairies, especially in canola. Their 
narrow and limited leaf surface makes 
it challenging to get proper herbicide 
coverage, as does the ability to use 
their ropy, vine-like structure to  
 

interweave themselves into  
emerging crops.

Additionally, cleavers have shown the 
ability to develop resistance to both 
Group 2 and Group 4 herbicides, and 
are currently considered a candidate  
for glyphosate resistance*.
